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	MISSING RESIDENT



1.
Any staff member who believes that a resident is missing should immediately inform the Nurse-in-Charge
2.
The Nurse-in-Charge should investigate and check office records to see if the person has been recorded as leaving the Home, e.g. for a hospital appointment
3
If there is no record of this a full search of the buildings and grounds should be organised immediately, causing minimum disruption to other residents
4
If the resident remains missing and no explanation is forthcoming then the police should be notified and a full description given
5.
The resident's next-of-kin or relatives should be informed immediately
6.
Contact should be made with any previous places that the resident used to visit, e.g. pubs, old neighbours / friends etc
7.
The Care Quality Commission and Social Services (if resident funded) should be informed within 24 hours by the completion of form appropriate Notification form which should then be filed in the Regulation 37 file in RGN’s office
