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	GP’s & GP VISITS



1. On admission all residents are offered their choice of GP from the local area.
2. A list of GP’s willing to visit the home is given to resident and their next of kin.
3. The home has agreed a private contract with a senior partner from the local practice.  He visits every week and holds a clinic within the home for those who are sick and carries out regular reviews of health and medication of others.
4. The admitting RN will complete the necessary paperwork for inclusion on the chosen GP list.

5. Out of hours cover is provided by Thames Doc
6. All GP visits are recorded in patient documentation held at the Health centre by the GP.  The visiting GP will enter records onto ‘Residata’.
7. Visits by Any GP must be recorded in The Resident’s daily report, regardless of the nature of the visit - even if no changes are ordered.

8. Each resident is entitled to request a visit from their GP. The RN in charge will facilitate this visit and document the request.

9. If a resident is deemed to be well when asking to see a GP, the GP must still be contacted  
10. The medical cards for each resident is kept in a box file in RGN’s office
