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	CLEANING PROCEDURES



The schedule of cleaning is as indicated on the Cleaning Routine (Forms F-38 & F-38A).  The cleaners use these forms on a daily basis for their cleaning routines. These forms are audited randomly by the home manager. 
The following represents a summary of cleaning procedures for surfaces, furniture and equipment, as part of the above schedule:

1. BATHS: Clean with Flash and hot water.  (N.B. Care Staff to wash again after each use by a resident).

2. BED FRAMES & MATTRESSES: Wash with Flash and hot water - then dry with paper towels.

3. BEDPANS / COMMODE POTS / URINE BOTTLES: Empty and place in sluice for washing.

4. BEDSIDE TABLES & LOCKERS: Clean with detergent and hot water - then dry.

5. COMMODES: Ensure pan is emptied after each use, and replaced with a clean one.  Wash the framework, seat and back daily with Flash.  (Carers do this task not cleaners)

6. CARPETS: Wipe any spillages with stain remover, then hoover or shampoo as required.

7. CROCKERY & CUTLERY: Machine wash and rinse at 82oC, or wash in detergent and hot water, then rinse and dry.

8. TOILETS & TOILET SEATS: Clean with Flash and hot water.

9. WASH BASINS: Wash with Flash and hot water.

10. HANDS: Wash with liquid soap and hot water. Dry with disposable towels.

11. MEDICINE POTS: Wash with detergent and hot water, then allow to dry.

12. WHEELCHAIRS: Wash frame with detergent and hot water, whenever soiled. Wash seat with detergent and hot water, as required.

13. TROLLEYS: Wash with detergent and hot water after use.

14. KITCHEN FLOORS: Brush, then wash with Flash.

15. PAINTWORK: Wipe weekly with Flash.

16. LIFT: Wash with Flash & hot water.

17. MOPS: Rinse in clear water after use, then allow to dry.
