The home is committed to ensuring that the personal belongings of all residents, visitors and employees, and the possessions of the home are safeguarded and secure at all times
1. The Home does not take responsibility for cash or valuables retained by the resident.  When a resident dies any cash or valuables are passed to the next of kin and the transaction is documented by issuing a signed receipt.
2. In some circumstances relatives wish to leave a large amount of money at the home as pocket money for a particular client. When this occurs an individual bank account will  be provided to be operated under the supervision of an independent person appointed by resident or relative as necessary
3. If a member of staff is involved in ANY transaction with a resident, which includes the handling of cash or valuables, this must be witnessed by the Nurse-in-Charge
